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The vertical tutor system is a well-established and fundamental feature of the school community. It was introduced with the overarching aims of strengthening relationships that contribute to the emotional and cognitive development of the young people. Tutors and co-tutors are the key adults for a young person all the way throughout their time at Belvue School responsible for monitoring and supporting them in all aspects of their development. They not only build trusting relationships with the young people but also develop close and meaningful relationships with parents/carers to provide the best outcomes possible for each individual. Each tutor group is made up of students from across years 7 through to 11 and promotes a more cohesive, tolerant and nurturing community. Tutor groups gather each morning and afternoon with an extended tutor once a week. There are 3 tutor groups Oak, Horsechestnut and Sycamore.

Residential Trips
 
The school tries to encourage all students to attend a residential trip away from home at least once during each key stage. In key stage three a residential trip will typically be to an activity centre such as Kingswood. Exciting indoor and outdoor activities such as rock climbing, go-karting, zip-wire, archery and swimming take place and students learn a whole range of new skills and develop their independence.

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In Key Stage 4 students continue to have a broad and balanced timetable. The options added to their individual timetables are considered all the way from year 7 so that students begin to think about pathways which will take into consideration their longer term outcomes and interests.

In year 10-11 students continue to study English, Maths, Science, PSHE, PE and Religious Education.  In addition, they begin a 2 year Learning course in up to an additional 8 subjects.  The range of subjects include: Textiles, Construction, Conservation, Horticulture, Duke of Edinburgh, Performing Arts.
Post 16 is now based in a separate building a mile from the main school site and follows a more vocational based curriculum. Students work far more within the local community with the emphasis on improving their social communication skills and preparing them for life after Belvue.

Homework & Home School Diaries

All students are expected to build on the skills they have acquired in class by doing homework at least once a week. We would like you to support your child with this but please do not do it for them. Some homework activities will be practical rather than worksheet based to promote application of acquired skills.

Your child will bring their home school diary home each day.
Please write comments in this to let us know how your child has coped with their homework.  These diaries are also a valuable source of communication between home and school regarding other matters.

Each student is given a target which is known as their Learning Intention. If they achieve these targets each lesson they will receive a merit for each one. Students can also be awarded House Points for effort and achievement both academically and personally, which are linked to the Belvue Bank. For each house point received, your child will earn 10p. They will receive their money at the end of the academic year. They can then choose to either spend or save their money.

[image: CLEARlogo]When you child is given a diary, we ask that you read and sign our Home – School Agreement near the front.  Letters will also be sent home highlighting our Email and Internet Policy.
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Each term, a special evening is held for parents and carers to raise awareness of the school curriculum.  Through these events, we aim to increase your awareness, knowledge and understanding of specific aspects of subjects that your child is learning at school.  These evenings allow parents to share ideas, listen to outside speakers and look at our resources and schemes used in our planning and daily lessons.  Furthermore, you will be provided with practical ideas and strategies in supporting your son or daughter at home.  It is through these events that we aim to empower parents in their role as educators.
